Rhythm
* Perform short copycat rhythm patterns accurately, led by the teacher.
* Perform short repeating rhythm patterns (ostinati) while keeping in time with a steady beat.
* Perform word-pattern chants (e.g. ca-ter-pil-lar crawl, fish and chips); create, retain and
perform their own rhythm patterns: Ca-ter- pil-lar crawl Fish and chips
Pitch
* Listen to sounds in the local school environment, comparing high and low sounds.
* Sing familiar songs in both low and high voices and talk about the difference in sound.
* Explore percussion sounds to enhance storytelling, e.g. o ascending xylophone notes to
suggest Jack climbing the beanstalk, o quiet sounds created on a rainstick/shakers to depict a
shower, o regular strong beats played on a drum to replicate menacing footsteps.
* Follow pictures and symbols to guide singing and playing, e.g. 4 dots = 4 taps on the drum
