In Science we have been learning about evolution. Surprisingly, the earth is believed to be
4.5 billion years old. Animals evolved from a single cell organism. All animals adapted to
their environment.

In RE, we have been learning
about the basic beliefs and

kil practices of the Sikh faith. We
spent some time focusing on qualities that make a good
leader. We thought about religious leaders, world lead-
ers, political leaders and leaders in innovation and hu-
man rights. We even thought about our school leader,
Miss Putterill! We thought about qualities that all of
these great leaders share, such as good at listening, hu-

mility and confidence. We learnt about Guru Nanak and
reflected on what makes him a great leader for Sikhs. We
then completed the Diamond 9 challenge — we decided
on and ranked 9 qualities of a good leader in order of
importance. We had to justify our reasons for where we
had placed our qualities in the Diamond 9.

In English we have been learning about the famous au-
thor called Rudyard Kipling who wrote The Jungle Book.
There are lots of talking animals in The Jungle Book
(weird, right?) and so we learnt to use and punctuate di-
rect speech (dialogue) in our own writing. We also learnt
how to make direct speech sound authentic, such as us-
ing contractions (‘do not’ becomes ‘don’t’) and using
dashes to show that the speech has been interrupted by
something or someone. We put our skills into practice by
writing narratives containing speech. We each had a
problem card involving animals (just like Kipling) as our
starting point.

In Maths, we have been learning about comparing num-
bers with up to 3 decimal places. We ordered decimal
places in ascending order (going up starting with the
smallest number). We rounded decimal numbers to the
nearest whole number and to the nearest tenth (or to one
decimal place). Also, we solved decimal word problems.

As you have heard, last year the Year 5 class travelled on
an adventure to Wales. Now, it may come to your interest
this year’s Year 5 are going this Friday! We are going on
the coach at 8:00am to begin our long journey to Lower
Treginnis.
